COLLEGE MOURNS
DEATH OF DEVOUT
PRIEST - TEACHER

jRev, Anthony Mainville Dies At
Ohio, Illinois At Age of 87 After
70 Years As a Religious

Saturday, Fe hruary 3, marked the
death of a loyal and devout son of
| St. Viator College, Father Anthony
Mainville. It might even be said
that this aged and saintly priest was
one of the joint founders of St. Via-
tor College, for in his early life he de-
voted much energy and time to the
formation of this institution along
with the late Father M. J. Marsile.

His death, at Mercy Home in Ohio,
Illinois, marked the close of a very
active and holy life. Eighty-seven
years of age, Father Mainville had
spent seventy years as a religious,
and fifty-nine years of that number
| as a priest. He was born in St.
Clet, Canada, October 18, 1850. In
July of the year 1864 he entered the
Viatorian Novitiate, and he made his
first vows on August 1, 1866. He
was ordained along with Father Mar-
sile, C. S. V., in the Maternity
Church, Bourbonnais, Illinois, in Oc-
tober of 1875.

Beloved Teacher

After his ordination, Fr, Mainville
became Perfect of Discipline at the
College, and also taught a number of
subjects in the classrooms. He was
very fond of boys and young men,
and many great friendships sprung
up between his pupils and himself, for
although his mother country was Can-
ada, yet he understood American
youth—their whims, faults and care-
free attitude, and he dealt with them
as a father might deal with his own
sons. But his years here were num-
bered, and in 1887 he left St. Viator
and did missionary work among
French - Canadiens in St. Anne,
Beaverville, Martinton, L'Erable and
Papineau before churches were built
there. Shortly after, he was affili-
ated with the Peoria Diocese, and
held pastorships at Hoopeston, Wat-
seka, Ellwood, Brimfield and Che-
banse, Illionis.

|  The venerable priest is the last of
the pioneer missionaries of this re-
gion. He was highly educated and
an accomplished musician, and was
known for his hospitality and as a
gentleman of the old school.

, SEPTEMBER 26, 1933—After a
good night I said Mass with a priest
assisting; four of the Sisters receiv-
ed Holy Communion. The rest of
the day I spent on deck, coming in
for tea only at 4 o'clock. Poor
Brother Lalonde hung over the rail
every once in a while for the sea is
still rough. The ship is kicking its
nose and heels up to-night, but I
have become so used to the swing
that I harldy notice it. The thing
that keeps me well is to walk and
walk in the open.

SEPTEMBER 27 — Offered Holy
Mass as usual. Breakfast and then
on deck. The Sisters were on deck
bundled in blankets. We continued
to cheer the sick ones with the uke
and singing. Played a game of deck
tennis before noon. During the night
the waves beat through the port hole
of Brother Coulombe’s room, much

to the consternation of the chink who
had to mop up the lake. After din-
ner I met a Christian Brother who is
going to Japan, also had quite a con-
versation with an English boy who
lives in China; he gave me informa-
tion about this country. Brother La-
londe is beginning to improve as well
as the rest of the sick religious. We
are losing twenty-five miles a day
because of the wind and poor condi-
tion of the ship’s engines. Movies on
board, but did not attend.

SEPTEMBER 28—Out of bed at |

6:15 A. M. Looked out of the port
hole to see mountains and land in the
distance. The Alutian Islands. Visit-
ed the pilot room in the afternoon.
An officer explained the different in-
struments used in navigation. The
islands kept in view all day. The
best sight was about two P. M. when
a beautiful mountain covered with
snow sparkled in the sun. We came
closest to the island about 5:30, and
they were then about ten miles off.
Cne of the officers told us we were
fortunate in having such a clear day,

for an account of fog and clouds,
they seldom see the islands. At 5
o’clock the priests and Sisters gave
a recital. The program began with
“O Canada” and ended with “God
Save the King”. I favored the audi-
ence with “Old Black Joe”, uke ac-
companiment. Tough chicken for
supper—a friendly talk with Brother
Ryan, my room-mate, and then on
deck to enjoy the stories. We sang
Italian songs with Father Lenzette,
a Dominican,—then off to rest.

SEPTEMBER29—No such day for
us.—No Friday. Time adjustment on
the Pacific.

SEPTEMBER 30-—Offered the Holy

Sacrifice as usual. The sea was ex-
|

ceptionally calm, but the weather was
cold; everyone wore coats.or blan-
kets. At 9:30 group pictures were
taken of the missionaries in habits,
with the captain in place of honor.
Prepared sermon for tomorrow. Life
saving drill in the afternoon. Six
long blasts of fog horn warned the
passengers to come on deck and don
life preserves.

OCTOBERI1—Said Mass early and
preached at the 10:00 o'clock Mass.

At 11 o’clock arrived in the
harbor of Yokohama. One of the
turbines gave out and as a conse-
quence, the ship tilts to one side. In
the evening stored on deck; then mov-
ies, but did not attend.

The third Conference loss of the
season was marked up against the St.

But, in the meanwhile, the
Teachers were amassing eighteen
ponts to keep a substantial lead over
their opponents. Had Westlake been
the only scoring threat of the even-
ing, the Irish may have got '‘some-
where, but during the second half,
the entire DeKalb crew unleashed an
offensive attack which resulted in
each member of the squad contribut-
ing several more points to the home-
team’s cause.

Johnson, lanky center for the
Teachers, led the scoring for the even-
ing with nine points. Westlake fol-
lowed close behind with six points
The Viator offensive was led by Burke
who dropped in two field goals and
one free throw for a total of five
points.  After falling off, somewhat,
in the Michigan struggle, Burke ap-
pears to have hit his stride again, and
this should be good news to all Via-
tor supporters. When he is ‘“right”
there i3 no stopping this diminutive
forward who ranks among the lead-
ing scorers in the Little Nineteen
Conference at present.

Although this was the third defeat
for the Saints in four Conference
starts, they are still hopeful of fin-
ighing among the leaders of the Lit-
tle Nineteen for the 1933-34 season.
